Re:  Improving junction accessibility on Brighton St./ Argyle Rd, Drummond Rd. / City Rd., Drummond Rd. / Ashley Rd.

Dear Resident,

Residents of St Pauls have asked St Pauls Unlimited to help them open or improve many of the junctions in the local area.  The junctions that have received the most attention in the past year are the junctions on Brighton St./ Argyle Rd, Drummond Rd. / City Rd. and Drummond Rd. / Ashley Rd.  Residents have given different reasons for wanting to improve these junctions, including reducing antisocial behaviour, improving the environment, improving access for emergency vehicles and resident access to their homes. 


On the 8th and 9th of October, Resident Representatives from St Pauls Unlimited asked 72 households on Brighton St., Argyle Rd, Drummond Rd., City Rd., Ashley Rd., and Grosvenor Rd. about possible junction improvements.

The questionnaire asked residents if they would like to see their junctions opened into straight ‘road level’ roads or redeveloped into a ‘tabled’ junction.  The questionnaire also asked if people had other ideas or concerns they would like to mention about these options.

Resident’s choices on how they would like to see the junctions developed are as follows:
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As well as these results, residents who completed the questionnaire overwhelmingly raised concerns for the children who live in the area and the need to keep the junctions safe for them to use.  While a lot of people wanted to see the roads developed into either a road level junction or a tabled junction, most people also raised the need to stop traffic from using the roads as a rat run or making sure things were put in place to slow cars down so they couldn’t speed through the streets.

Now that we have some idea of what residents might like to see we are working with partners to further develop these ideas based on resident’s opinions and what the budget can afford.  We will be doing another consultation on the 9th and 10th of November and would like to ask you to please come and tell us what you think!  This consultation will involve us sitting out on each junction at a different time (please see the attached flyer) with pictures of what the road might look like.  

If you are not able to join us on the 9th or 10 but would like for us to come and visit you to talk to you and your neighbours please let us know.  Your ideas count and we want to make sure everyone has the chance to tell us what they think.

Thank you for taking part so far.  We look forward to seeing you out on the road!
